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Norwich University
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Following Dr. Sun Yat-sen's revolution
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Sun Yat-sen (1866-1925), also known as "Wen", "Deming", and "Zhongshan"; born in Xiang Shan(now
Zhongshan City),Ganton. He was the great forerunner of the Chinese democratic revolution. Sun Yat-sen
was indignant at the tyranny and corruption of the Manchu government, and he set up the Revive China
Society and Chinese Alliance, leading the 1911 Revolution to averthrow the Manchu government.

On Jan. 1st, 1912, Sun Yat-sen was elected the First Provisional President when the Republic of China
was established. Afterwards, he led two movements to protect Constitutional Law and Country, created
ihe Chinese Nationalist Party and organized the government in Guangzhou three times. He dedicated
his whole life to defending the republic and fighting against despotism. On March 12, 1925, Sun Yat-
sen passed away in Beijing. In March, 1940, the National Government issued a general order, revering
Sun Yat-sen as "the Founding Father of Republic of China".
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The Rebellion of June 16
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Chen Chiung Ming served as the Governor of Canton
province and Commander in Chief of Cantonese Army Corps
in 1920. He opposed Dr. Sun Yat-sen's advocacy of the
Northern Expedition and the Unification of China against the
warlords. In the early morning of June 16, 1922, he issued
a secret order to his subordinates, Yeh Chu and Hong Zhao
Lin, launched an armed rebellion that they led over 4,000
Cantonese Army Corps and shelled the President's Office as
well as Dr. Sun Yat-sen's official residence "Yei-Shiu-Lu" in
order to force Dr. Sun Yat-sen out of Canton province. This
famous event was named "The Rebellion of June 16."
