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Tang Shao-yi Succumbs To Ax Wounds

Mr. Tang Shao-yi, 78, former prime minister of
China, died at St. Marie’s Hospital in the French Con-
cession yesterday afternoon, the result of severe hatchet
wounds to the head. The aged statesman was attacked
by unknown assassins at his home 18 Route Ferguson,
about 9.30 a.m. yesterday. He was removed to the hos-
pital about 40 minutes later and was given immediate
medical treatment. All efforts to save his life, however,
failed. He died at about 4.30 o’clock in the afternoon.
The killers gained access to the Tang residence by posing
as friends bearing presents for the former premier.
